Biosecurity Basics

 
· Biosecurity = informed common sense!

· Most problems won't occur until 10-21 days after it has been introduced into a house.

· Control visitor access and limit visitors to those who have a need to enter your facilities.

· List everyone and everything that enters your premise in a log.

· Insure sanitation of equipment borrowed from or lent to others.  Clean and sanitize used equipment bought for the operation.

· Keep daily records of water consumption by house if possible.  This is an early warning sign that something is wrong!

· On the premise, have a set of shoes that are strictly for the chicken houses and don't wear them anywhere else.

· Insure that employees do not have any poultry (pet or commercial) at their residences.

· As soon as birds are caught, pick up all dead birds left in houses, properly dispose of them and close up the houses.      
**High house temperatures will help kill harmful organisms.

· Develop a written disease security plan and make sure that all involved in the operation are aware of the steps necessary to avoid the introduction of catastrophic disease.
