Poultry Premises

Live and dead birds left by catching crew should be properly disposed of as soon as possible.

As soon as catchers finish catching, all houses on the premises should be tightly closed up and kept as tight and hot as possible for 4 to 5 days.  Then air the houses out either by dropping the curtains or turning the fans on and then repeat the heating process as many times as you can before getting the chicks place back.

It would be more beneficial if possible to wash down the houses or at the minimum wet the litter to enhance the temperature process and the killing of any possible viruses that may be present.

If litter is being removed from houses, care should be taken to keep all litter on trucks.  Don't pile litter so high that it spills along highways and roads.  Make sure that the loads stay intact.

If you are using someone else's equipment or hiring a clean out crew, make sure the equipment is clean before entering your premises.

After clean out is complete, houses should be washed down and disinfected.  After cleaning and disinfecting, close houses up again and heat them up as much as possible
