All projects MUST show how they enhance the competitiveness of Alabama Grown Specialty Crops. 

*NOTE Definition of Specialty Crops- Fruits and Vegetables, Tree Nuts, Christmas Trees, Nursery, Green House and Sod, Herbs, Dried Fruit and Floriculture.

Applicants are encouraged by USDA/AMS and the Alabama Department of Agriculture & Industries to submit proposals that focus on the following:

· Increasing child and adult nutrition knowledge and consumption of Specialty

Crops

· Improving efficiency and reducing costs of distribution systems

· Development of “Good Agricultural Practices”/ “Good Manufacturing Practices”

· Food Safety

· Developing local and regional food systems and/or improving food access in

underserved communities

· Cost sharing arrangements for funding audits of “Good Agricultural,

Manufacturing and Food Safety” systems for small farmers, packers and

processors

· Specialty Crop Research

· Organic research focusing on conservation and environmental outcomes

· Developing new and improved seed varieties and specialty crops

· Pest and disease control
· Sustainable production practices

· Community Gardens

· Promotion of Alabama Specialty Crops

Proposals MUST show how the project potentially impacts and produce measurable outcomes for the specialty crop industry and/or the public rather than a single organization, institution, or individual. Multi-state partnerships are allowed.
 Applicants can not charge a 10% admin fee as an indirect cost to the grant.

· If funded, projects are asked to purchase supplies and equipment made in the

United States, if possible.
Applicants are encouraged to follow the guidelines within the “application” document specifying how project proposals need to be formatted.
